Wind pressure

Wind generating opening on the windward side during a cyclone will increase the pressure on the internal surfaces.
This pressure, in combination with the external suction, may be sufficient to cause the roof to blow off and the walls
to explode. During a cyclone an opening may suddenly occur on the windward side of the house. The internal
pressure which builds up as a result may be relieved by providing a corresponding opening on the leeward side.
Wind striking a building produces pressure which pushes against the building, on the windward side, and suction
which pulls the building on the leeward side and the roof. If no air enters the building, then there is pressure inside
which is pushing against the walls and the roof

The changing nature of extreme weather and climate events : risks to sustainable development. Geomatics,
Natural Hazards and Risk

Paper discusses climate development linkages, with a focus on developing countries but also drawing lessons from
the experiences of developed countries. Increases in weather and climate extremes leading to natural disasters have
been observed in recent decades. Such events are impeding economic and social development in developing
countries, as are socio-economic changes that increase their exposure and as well as the likelihood of mal-
adaptation.
