These figures are reflected
by the IFRC's statistics of National Red Cross and Red Crescent Societies response to disasters: the total number of
recorded events and response operations is down compared to previous years. The number of emergency appeals
was below average, and the number of requests for DREF was slightly lower than in 2008, largely because of fewer
