Australia also stands ready to respond to any calls for assistance from the governments of
Vietnam and Cambodia who have experienced flooding and landslides caused by
Typhoon Ketsana which hit them on the evening of 29 September.

Australia has also pledged $1 million to support the Philippines following floods caused
by Tropical Storm Ondoy (Ketsana) which hit the island of Luzon on 26 September.
